Day 3 Hanoi

This morning you have the opportunity to visit Dong Trieu ceramic village as
you make your way back to the capital. In Hanoi it is free time for some
shopping and sightseeing before boarding the train this evening.

Day 4 Hue

On arrival to the former Imperial Capital of Vietnam you have a full day to
enjoy the many sights and slower pace of this tranquil city. You have the
opportunity to visit the Imperial Citadel followed by visiting one of the
Nguyen Emperors' tombs plus also enjoy a boat cruise on the Perfume
River. Hue, known as the centre of Buddhism and education in Vietnam,
has a wealth of pagodas and monasteries to discover.

You may wish to check out the bustling Dong Ba Market which offers a
vast array of goods and foods to see and sample, including some traditional
Hue specialties.

Day 5 Hoi An

You will leave Hue and head south through coastal rice paddies to the
fishing village of Lang Co, before taking the scenic mountainous route over
the spectacular Hai Van Pass. In the afternoon, you will arrive at the once
bustling river port of Hoi An (approx. 4 hours driving time). Declared a
World Heritage site, the architecture of Hoi An is being beautifully restored
and preserved. It's also a shopping mecca, with much to browse over and
buy. Choose from original paintings, handcrafted woodwork, ceramics,
embroidery, lanterns and more. Hoi An has also become famous for its
tailoring - there is a huge variety of fabrics to choose from.

Day 6 Hoi An

Free day for you to make the most of what Hoi An has to offer. Enjoy the
local sea food and relax on the beaches, or explore the My Son temples on
a countryside trip.

You may consider doing a cooking class that your leader can organise for
you.

Day 7 Ho Chi Minh City

A short flight brings you to the economic hub of Ho Chi Minh City (approx 1
hour). After arriving at the hotel, settle in time before absorbing the sights
and sounds of this famous Asian city.

Day 8 Ho Chi Minh City

Today it's off to the fascinating Mekong where you get to see how life is
dependant on the river for survival. Taking a boat cruise on the mighty
Mekong allows for numerous photo opportunities. Another highlight is you
will also get to sample an array of tropical fruits that are grown locally.
Lunch included.

Day 9 Ho Chi Minh City

This morning you have a half day trip to the Cu Chi Tunnels, returning to
Saigon in the afternoon. There is time for some shopping before your last
night’s dinner.
