Day 8 Hue

You have the opportunity to visit one of the Nguyen Emperors' tombs
plus also enjoy a boat cruise on the Perfume River. In the afternoon
you will transfer to the train station to board the Reunification Express
for the overnight journey to Hanoi.

Day 9 Halong Bay

After arrival to Hanoi, transfer to a café for an early breakfast before
driving to Ha Long Bay (approx. 3.5 hours) and board your private
boat (group tour for small group numbers). You will enjoy lunch whilst
cruising through some of the thousands of limestone karsts within this
World Heritage site. There is an opportunity to swim in the bay's
emerald waters, explore caves with incredible formations of stalactites
and stalagmites and enjoy this bay of wonders. Spending the night on
the boat allows you to sit back and enjoy the tranquility of Ha Long
Bay whist sipping away on your favorite beverage. Lunch, dinner &
breakfast are included.

Day 10 Hanoi

This morning involves a city tour including visiting Ho Chi Minh’'s
Mausoleum and the old French built prison followed by lunch. After
lunch it is free time for any last minute shopping.
